Syracuse University’s School of Information 

Studies (iSchool) supports your passion for 

librarianship and continuous development of 

your career. If you work or have previously 

worked in the field of library and information 

science, and want to pursue an ALA accredited 

Library and Information Science (LIS) or LIS 

School Media (LISSM) master’s degree, you are 

eligible to apply for the iSchool’s Library 

Employee 25% Tuition Award. This tuition 

award may also be applied to the certificate of 

advanced study (CAS) in Data Science.  You 

also have the flexibility to apply this award to 

study full or part-time study, online or on 

campus, whatever best meets your needs. To 

apply, you must be an applicant to one of the 

qualifying programs, submit a 500 word essay 

describing your work in libraries, and provide a 

letter of recommendation from your library 

supervisor. 

 

The Master of Science in Library and 

Information Science (LIS) program is a 36-

credit degree program that prepares you to work 

in a broad range of organizations, such as an 

academic institution, a government agency, a 

corporation, or a cultural center. You may also 

strategically select your electives to 

simultaneously earn a CAS in subject areas like 

Data Science and Cultural Heritage 

Preservation. 

 

The iSchool's Master of Science in Library and 

Information Science: School Media (LISSM) 

program is the perfect program if you want to 

work in a school library. The 37-credit LISSM 

curriculum focuses on the skills to instruct 

children in grades pre-K through 12 in all areas 

of literacy and technology fluency. The LISSM 

program infuses all New York State Department 

of Education requirements into the curriculum, 

so there is no need to take additional education 

courses.

Each year, NYSLAA seeks nominations from its members for each of these awards.  The 

Executive Council reviews the nominations in April of each year and notifies the recipients.  

The awards are presented at the annual conference in June. 

 

 

Craig Koste Award for Outstanding Service 
In 1992 the Executive Council created "The NYSLAA Award for Outstanding Service" specifically for 

New York State library assistants who are members of NYSLAA. Its name was changed in 1995 to honor 

Craig Koste, a library assistant who passed away and bequeathed an endowment to NYSLAA.  The award 

recognizes those library assistants who have distinguished themselves by their service to our organization 

and to the library assistants of New York on either a state or local level.  A stipend of $100 will be given 

to the library of the winner for collection development. 

 

Ray Murray Award 
In 1989 the Ray Murray Award was created to honor Ray Murray, a librarian who opened the door for the 

creating of the annual library assistants’ conference, thereby laying the groundwork for NYSLAA. The 

Ray Murray Award is given to librarians, library directors, trustees, board members or others who have 

contributed to the recognition and/or professional growth of library assistants.

The deadline for the submission is March 31
st

“What NYSLAA means to me and why I would love to attend the conference.” 
 A letter from the NYSLAA Membership Secretary verifying your years of membership. 

 

Please note:  

 Applications will be accepted between March 1
st
 and March 31

st
.
  

 

 The award will cover full conference registration, the mixer, up to two nights 

lodging in the conference designated venue, and your choice of one tour.  

 This does not cover apparel. 

 First consideration will be given to those applicants who have not received the 

ELCS scholarship previously.  

 Scholarships will be awarded for the upcoming June conference.
